rogram 
1. Licensee would be identified as having a deficit in knowledge, skills, abilities or judgment.

2.  Licensee would be expected to benefit from available resources for remediation related to identified deficits.

3. Licensee acknowledges a deficit in knowledge, skills, abilities or judgment related to her/his clinical practice.

4. Licensee voluntarily agrees to participate in PREP Program.

5. Cases involving previous history of disciplinary action by any Board of Nursing will be evaluated on an individual basis to determine eligibility.

6. Cases involving patient harm will be evaluated on an individual basis to determine eligibility.

7. Cases involving patient or family originated reports will be evaluated on an individual basis to determine eligibility.

Exclusions for Participation in the PREP Program

1. Cases involving suspected drug diversion, misconduct (such as patient abuse, neglect or abandonment) or deceitful behavior will not be eligible for participation. 

2. Cases involving licensees with current pending criminal charges will not be eligible for participation.

3. Cases involving causal connection to serious harm or death will not be eligible for participation.

4. Cases involving sexual misconduct will not be eligible for participation.
